site for our new home after deciding to move away from Sydney to start a new
life (my “treechange” happened very early, I was only 29 at the time).

We spent the first 18 months living on the land, building one of the first
energy-efficient houses in the area. This new lifestyle didn’t last long though,
as a combination of lack of employment opportunities and boredom set in.
As a confirmed city girl who grew up in London, I found the pace of life too
slow and Byron had not yet become the sophisticated and cultured town
that it is today. We moved to Brisbane but kept the house and continued to
visit the area, which we still do today. =
